Please note if you are using a bill or a letter as a form of ID it must have been sent out to you within the last 30 days otherwise it is not applicable to use as a form of ID.
Membership Fee 
· You will need to pay the following to open the account
· £5 administration and membership fee 

Note: The fee is a one off payment to open our standard accounts. Providing you maintain the minimum balance in the Regular Saver Account at all times no other membership fee is charged for life.

· Minimum £1.00 into the Regular Saver Account upon opening

Applying For a Loan

If you wish to apply for a loan you will need to have paid at least 3 regular payments into your account and also provide 3 months current Bank Statements. 

All our loans are assessed on an ability to repay and are sent to an independent Credit Committee. Without the correct information they will not be able to assess the loan application.

Setting up an account takes around 20 minutes, and you can do this at either the Bloxwich or Walsall Branch.
